Learn the helper words

 Answers: 1. E ; 2. C ; 3. B ; 4. A ; 5. D ; 6. F ; 7. G 
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Each note has a symbol and a “helper word” that 
describes how that note looks.

“C looks like ‘C’”). Do that twice and you’re set!
